Trace the history and art of South Carolina made quilts in this fascinating
new exhibition at the State Museum. Featuring pieces from the museum’s
collection, the exhibition highlights both the objects and their makers for an
in-depth look at the quilt making process and how it relates to cultural
traditions throughout South Carolina history to the modern day.

Dating from the early 19th century to the modern day, Bindings and
Betweens will feature 43 quilts with a wide variety of styles and designs on
display, highlighting traditions that were brought across oceans and
passed down through generations. Through exploring these pieces, the
exhibition aims to reveal the things that bind us together and the spaces
and connections between us.
