Remember, you are setting the
price on your items so not all table runners have to be priced the same. Of course we also hope to have quilts to
offer, due to space constraints please consider staying in the smaller sizes - baby, lap or throw.

Consider your UFO stash as a starting point for getting a jump on your merchandise. Those of you that are like
me, more piece-er than quilter could have quite a few projects ready with the motivation to sit down and quilt.
Items do not have to limited to a specific "Holiday" theme, an embroidered or quilted apron does not have to
only be for use in December.

The Greensboro Historical Museum is sponsoring a quilt raffle to raise funds for its Adopt-an-Object program.

The raffle quilt is
a bed-sized replica of a mid-19th century “Sunburst” quilt currently on display in the “Voices of a City” exhibit.
