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ADDING A LABEL 

Do not forget to add a label.  This step takes only a few minutes and is well worth the effort as it 

documents information about your quilt.  The label can be elaborate or plain.  You can buy a 

preprinted label or printable fabric sheets.  The minimum required for the quilt show is the name 

of the quilt and your name.
